What’s the difference between a Reading Group and a Study Group?

Reading Group
· Facilitator(s) 
· Generally runs for one semester (3-6 meetings)
· 6-12 participants
· Read and discuss a specific book or articles (if possible, books purchased and copies paid for by CTX)
· Meet in CTX or room 1622

Study Group
· Facilitator(s) 
· One or two semesters (3-6 meetings each semester)
· 6-12 participants
· Focused around theme or topic
· Readings (articles, books, web information, etc., purchased through CTX when possible)
· Discussion and exploration of theme/topic
· Participants share some aspect(s) of the learning/ideas explored early in following semester, in a workshop at CTX (e.g. a teaching demo, hands-on workshop, panel discussion, etc)

Guidelines for proposing and facilitating a group:
· Proposal Form available on CTX webpage. 
· On that form, facilitator describes group idea and provides a tentative outline and budget for materials
· Recruitment for groups shared by proposal facilitator and CTX Coordinator
· Study Groups are encouraged to meet in the CTX or room 1622, but not required
· Each semester’s facilitators meet with the CTX Coordinator one to two times/semester as a group to share highlights and brainstorm responses to group challenges
