□   Certification of Birth Abroad or Report of Birth Abroad

□   Certificate of Citizenship or Naturalization
(Older versions of these documents advise you not to photocopy them.  However, the federal government permits photocopying if done for a lawful purpose, such as applying for financial aid.)

If you are a Non-Citizen National you may provide a copy of:


□   U.S. Passport stamped “Non-Citizen National”
Eligible Non-Citizen may provide:


□   Permanent Resident Card (Form I-551) or Alien Registration Receipt Card (Form I-151)

       Commonly referred to as a “Green Card”

□   Arrival/Departure Record (Form I-94) stamped. (Note: The expiration date must not have      
      passed)
· “Processed for I-551” with expiration date

· “Temporary Form I-551” with appropriate information filled in

· “Admitted as a Refugee pursuant to Section 207 of the Act”

· “Status changed to refugee pursuant to Section 207”

· “Conditional Entrant” before April 1, 1980

· “Parolee”

· “Cuban-Haitian Entrant (Status Pending)”
