Before your Satisfactory Academic Progress Appeal can be approved it is necessary that you complete this academic plan.  Because you will not be able to meet minimum SAP standards by the end of one term you may be allowed to follow a plan and meet SAP standards at the conclusion of two or three semesters.  If your appeal is approved based on this plan you, the student, are agreeing to adhere to the academic plan outlined below and maintain progress toward meeting SAP standards.  

Work with your academic advisor (Core, specialty, or assigned advisor, EDGE, or the Advising and Counseling Office) to outline requirements to complete your certificate, AA, AS or AAS degree.  You must maintain this plan in addition to consistently improve your GPA and completion rate (do not drop, fail, or withdraw from classes) during the time allotted.  The financial aid office, not advisors, will determine the final decision of the appeal and monitor progress for financial aid eligibility.  

Failure to adhere to the plan, or maintain progress toward meeting SAP standards will result in suspension of financial aid eligibility and future appeals may not be considered.   Submission of this form is not, by itself, an approval.  You will receive a final decision letter through your SJC e-mail address.  The letter will outline all requirements of your probation period.
