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Summer Pell Grant Eligibility Worksheet
The Higher Education Opportunity Act of 2008 changed the Federal Pell Grant program guidelines to support students who are attempting to accelerate the completion of their degree program. Students who used 100% of their Pell Grant eligibility in the fall and spring semesters may be eligible for a second Pell Grant.   If the student did not use all the funds from the original Pell Grant, those funds can be used in summer.  
To qualify for the additional Pell Grant students must also:  
1. Complete a 2010-2011 AND 2011-2012 FAFSA application.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Must not be on financial aid suspension. (Reviewed at conclusion of spring semester.)
3. Received 100% of the first scheduled award. 
4. Be enrolled in at least half-time status (6 credit hours).
5. Complete what is considered to be more than 24 credits of coursework (summer enrollment can count).  See the examples below:

These factors CANNOT be made until AFTER the end of the spring semester.  To assist in your planning complete this worksheet to determine if you MIGHT be eligible for a second Pell Grant award during the summer semester.

3. Did you receive ALL of your assigned Pell Grant award in both semesters?  (Review your awards on WebAdvisor.)

Section I.    Students must meet ACCELERATION requirements.  Students must be accelerating through their program requirements.  To get a second Pell Grant your fall and spring credits EARNED plus your enrolled summer credits MUST be more than 24 credits.
5. How many credits did you EARN in fall 2010?   Earned credits means passed and count toward graduation requirements.  Put your answer in the grid below and go to question 6.
6. How many credits did or will you EARN in spring 2011?  Earned credits means passed credits and count toward graduation requirements.  Put your answer in the grid below and go to question 7.
7. Add the two numbers together in the chart below to get your total credits earned and go to question 8.

Section II.    Along with the earned credits you must also be enrolled AT LEAST half-time, or 6 credit hours.  Sometimes, based on the earned credits, you may have to be enrolled in more than 6 credits to meet the acceleration requirement.
8. Are you registered for AT LEAST 6 credit hours in the summer semester?  (you may combine enrollments from all three summer sessions to get to 6 credit hours.)
a. If “YES” go to next question
b. If “NO” you are not eligible.  Student must be enrolled in at least 6 credit hours, sometimes more, to be eligible for a second Pell Grant.

Part E:	Other notes and requirements:


· Courses MUST be part of the required courses to earn your degree.  
· Keep your San Juan College e-mail activated and check it regularly.
· Regularly check your award status on WebAdvisor. 
· Due to the acceleration requirement students may need to be enrolled in more than 6 credits.
· ALL students must meet Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) Requirements to be eligible for all financial aid programs.  Earned credit, acceleration and SAP review will be conducted after the conclusion of the spring semester.  Because the Financial Aid Office will not know your final eligibility status until the reviews are completed we cannot be asked to guarantee or promise summer financial aid.  
· It is the student’s responsibility for any and all costs.  It is advised that students sign up for the payment plan as a precaution so as not to be dropped from classes for non-payment.
· To avoid being dropped from classes students must pay for classes, enroll in the payment plan or have financial aid in accepted status PRIOR to the established drop for non-payment date.   
· Completing this worksheet only provides an estimate on your eligibility for a summer Pell Grant award.   Official eligibility will be determined by the Financial Aid Office. 
· If you meet requirements (SAP review; Acceleration, minimum enrollment, etc.) you will have a summer Pell Grant award included to your award package.  Please check WebAdvisor often to monitor your award status.  
· Summer financial aid disbursement payments are made mailed to students in late June.
