
Time Log for Learning Communities
Faculty members are expected to keep track of the hours they work on their learning community course.  This allows us to compensate instructors at a fair rate and helps us better understand the amount of time needed to provide a quality learning community experience for students.

Compensation
· The first time a faculty member teaches a learning community, he/she will earn $21.00 an hour for up to 45 hours = $945.00. 

· If a faculty member teaches the same LCOM but with a different instructor,  he/she will be compensated for up to 45 hours because additional planning and coordinating will again be necessary

· If the same two faculty members teach the same learning community in subsequent semesters, they are again compensated but at a lesser rate: $21.00 an hour for up to 30 hours = $630.00.  (The rationale for this lower rate of compensation is that those faculty members will already have some linked assignments, shared classroom materials, and assessment plans.)

Compensation Activities

Faculty will be compensated for the following activities:

· Planning and developing curricular links, assignments, course materials, and assessment tools

· Attending each other’s LCOM class
· Meeting regularly during the course of the semester to plan, grade, discuss curricular changes or activities, and monitor student issues

· Other---this will directly relate to the teaching and/or assessment of the LCOM---as specified on log
