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San Juan College offers an On-Campus and an On-Line Physical Therapy Assistant Program
leading to an Associate of Applied Science Degree. Each PTA program accepts 20 students every
year. Students who successfully complete the program are eligible to take the National Physical
Therapy Assistant Licensing Examination. PTAs must be licensed in order to practice in most
states.

The application deadline for both programs is August 1 of each year. For a program application,

(505) 566-3425. Acceptance into either program is based on the admissions criteria outlined in
the program application. Both PTA Programs start in January of each year. Students must
complete all prerequisites prior to starting the PTA Program.
