e To provide students with employable skills working as a teaching assistant, child care
provider, or family day care provider.

e To provide course work that students may apply towards the 120 training hours for the
Child Development Associate (CDA) or state required 24 clock hours for training per year
for employed child care center and home care providers.

e To provide credit hours towards the A.A. degree or transfer credit toward a four year B.A.
degree program in Early Childhood Education.

All ECED classes must be completed with a “C” or better.
