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The Computer Science Associate of Science degree is designed for students interested in software design and 
programming. Those wishing to transfer to a baccalaureate granting institution and purse a degree program are strongly 
encouraged to check with their advisor and carefully coordinate their coursework at San Juan College with the 
requirements of the transfer institution. The rigorous nature of this degree fulfills the expectations at the baccalaureate 
level. This degree also begins prospective computing professors and/or research students on their path leading to graduate 
degrees. Consider taking a foreign language at San Juan College if your intended transfer institution has such a 
requirement. These courses will be in addition to the requirements listed below. 
 
Pre-requisite course must be completed prior to the courses listed below (e.g., MATH 180 and 185 prior to MATH 188). In 
general, however, it is suggested that students complete the New Mexico Transfer Module as outlined below. Students 
must earn a grade of “C” or higher in all COSC courses for the course to count toward a degree.
