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In attendance were Doug Easterling, Laurie Gruel, Pernell Jones, Dave Eppich, Al Buyok and Moreen Drake.  Gayle Dean was absent.

I. Grant Opportunities

A. DOL Community Based Job Training – The DOL has announced a third round of Community Based Job Training grants.  Total funding is $125 million. Application deadline is October 10th.  The recommendation is to focus on the School of Allied Health.  Doug will bring this item to the President at Friday’s VP meeting for discussion and approval.

B. National Endowment for the Arts - Challenge America: Reaching Every Community Fast-Track Review (Linann Easley, Performance Center) – Linann thought the deadline for this grant was September 1st but the deadline was actually June 1st.  The opportunity is on the calendar for next year. 

C. The NEA Foundation (Laura Kerr, CTX) - A small grant for $5,000 to support professional educational and learning leadership is due on October 15th.  Laura Kerr and Anna Ashford would like to develop Faculty Learning Community study groups. There is no requirement to be a member of the NEA.

D. Office of Vocational and Adult Education:  Ready for College –

Adult Education Transitions Program (Phyllis Tracy, ABE) – The program has just $2 million to be distributed to 4-5 awardees nationwide.  HED is taking the lead on a statewide application.  Phyllis Tracy and Sandra Tracey are taking the lead on writing the narrative due to the state today.    

E. Department of Labor – OSHA Training Institute Education Center (Randy Pacheco, SOE) Application deadline is August 24th.  Laurie is drafting letters of support for Dr. Spencer and Senator Bingaman.  The Department of Labor sets the charges for the classes.  SJC can charge any additional per credit charge for students who are interested in receiving college credit.  If selected, SOE would be required to provide training throughout the OSHA region including Texas, New Mexico, Louisiana and Arkansas.  SOE would also provide safety courses on line.   
F. Halliburton – Pernell has yet to receive information from Halliburton regarding its request to pay a donation to San Juan College in-lieu of property taxes.
G. EnableMath Retention Grant – A grant with Noel-Levitz to support developmental math initiatives is due November 1st.  Al will check with the math department to decide if this is the best grant for SJC to pursue as the cost is $70 per student to enroll in the online course.  SJC may also have difficulty meeting minimum enrollment requirements. 
H. Williams Foundation (Ken Johnson, SOE) – SJC will apply for continued funding of scholarships and curriculum development.  This year we will request support of $10,000.   
            

II. Pending Grants

A. Youth Conservation Corps (YCC) – A partnership between SJC, City of Farmington. BLM and Farmington Municipal School District, the grant supports employment for youth 14-25 years old to complete conservation projects.  Grants will be awarded in November.   YCC projects on campus include trail building, landscaping, and staining the challenge course.

            

III. Awarded Grants/ Updates

A. HED- Nursing (Ann Clark, Nursing) – The Nursing Department should be notified today the amount of the award.

B. ENLACE (Tim Schroeder, Extended Learning) – The MOU has been signed and returned.  This $200,000 grant will support the McCormick Center Parent Room, a full time ENLACE Coordinator and other programs/projects as approved by the college.  The Work Plan will be submitted to the GPC for review and approval prior to submittal to ENLACE.

IV. Grants Compliance Updates

A. Percentage of Indirect Recovery to support Compliance efforts– Continued discussion on the need to allocate a percentage of indirect recovery for the compliance officer to attend grant-specific federal and state trainings.  All indirect recovery funds have been allocated this fiscal year.  Strategic Development was directed to estimate travel expenses for the TRIO national conference in Chicago this September. Pernell said he would work on locating funds.

Update on Quality Review Process – See handout.  The quality review was piloted last year using a modified Quality New Mexico Pinion award application.  This year the AQIP Quick Check is the basis for the review. The items in red are the new items added pertinent to the review.  The two programs up for review this year are ABE and EDGE. Members of the review teams are:

The committees and program directors and supervisors will meet in August to begin the review process.  Laurie and Doug will provide an AQIP reviewers training in September. EDGE and ABE program responses will be submitted to Tonya by Thanksgiving break.  Committee members will complete individual reviews by Christmas break.  In January the committee will present the results to the program director and Grants Planning Committee.

B. Update on Talent Search evaluation – Laurie and Tonya met with the external evaluator Laura Godfrey to update on her progress towards completion of the evaluation.  During the evaluation process Laura has talked to schools, administrators, and Talent Search staff.  Laura will send the original report and copies to Dave Eppich within the next two weeks.  The Grants Planning Committee will review the evaluation and provide feedback to Dave.  Dave and Laura will meet with Dr. Spencer to review findings and recommendations.

A. Update on Indirect Recovery Cost Renegotiation – Alex Weekes is hoping to have the report completed and sent to Business Services by the end of the week or early next week for review and approval.
