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I. Grant Opportunities

A. State Farm Insurance - Service Learning (Larry Palmer & Blake Barnett) – The Volunteer Center and Trades and Tech are partnering to submit a grant for $42,000 to assist in the rebuilding of New Orleans damaged housing. If funded, the project would be completed during spring break 2008.  Students from SJC will be transported by bus to New Orleans for the project.  Concerns were expressed about the liability to the college for this trip.  Laurie Gruel will check with Larry Palmer on insurance and get back to the committee.  See attached prospectus.
B. NSF – Mathematical and Physical Sciences (Eric Miller) – This proposal is a scaled down version of the NIH Bridges program to only include Eric Miller’s research.  
C. DOE-Title III –The next competition is spring 2008.  We need to start thinking about forming a team to research and recommend activities.
D. DOE-Native American Serving Institutions – The Native American Serving Institutions program has been approved.  The RFP should hit the streets this spring. 
E. NEA (Laura Kerr) – Laura has decided to wait on applying until February.
F. DOL- School of Health Sciences (Oliver Borden) – The original deadline was October 10th but the DOL has extended the deadline to October 31st. 
II. Pending Grants

A. NIH- Bridges - SJC is reapplying for $200,000 for five years.  Our previous application scored higher - this time we scored a B or B-.  Reviewer comments indicate a funding preference for four year institutions. We may still be in the running, but if not we can reapply in January.
            

III. Awarded Grants/ Updates

ENLACE – Tim Schroeder and Dave Eppich went to Albuquerque to meet with Enlace to discuss issues of concern.  The meeting went well and SJC agreed to a pilot for one year.  SJC will be hiring the employees on a year to year basis.  Tim Schroeder will be preparing a Memo of Understanding and a work plan.
IV. Grants Compliance Updates

A. EDGE – The program is in for a total transformation with the director’s current resignation.  A second advisor has been hired and the program will start to run as it should have been run.  Advertisements for the position are out and applications are due by November 7th, with hopes to have someone hired by Thanksgiving.
B. Talent Search – Dave Eppich, Doug Easterling and Laurie Gruel will meet this week to go over the financial and document reviews.  A meeting is scheduled for next week with Jonathan Hunstiger, Dave Eppich, Doug Easterling, Laurie Gruel and possibly Dianne Garcia to review Dr. Hunstiger’s response to the review.  Dave is hoping to have things finalized by October 22, 2007.
C. ABE State Review – Three to four state ABE reviewers will be on campus from November 27th – 29th for an extensive line item evaluation.  Phyllis Tracey will be the contact person for the review and Dr. Sandra Tracy will need to be present for the review. Dr. Tracy will also need a heads up about the upcoming review.  The reviewers will also be meeting with Dr. Spencer as well as doing some site visits. Al Buyok requested of Laurie Gruel copies of the last review and a copy of this year’s review packet. 
D. Quality Review - EDGE and ABE should have the packet to the review committee by Thanksgiving. After the quality reviews are completed, a process needs to be established so that after six months each program reports to the GPC on changes implemented per the review.
E. AmeriCorps audit – After the audit, AmeriCorps is requesting $16,000 back from the college.  We were able to produce a birth certificate of one of the members which reduced the amount to $10,000.  We are arguing  that a few simple journal entry changes to the required  non-federal match could reduced the amount to $6,000, further clarification on hire and fire dates could reduce the amount due by an additional $5,000, leaving approximately $1,034 to be repaid.   
V. Miscellaneous
A. Grants 101 Workshop – the first session of the workshop was held on October 3rd with eight participants attending.  Topics covered in the first session included
private and public funding sources and definitions of terms.  The group then spent time searching funding sources and application processes.
