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I. Grant Opportunities
A. Title III (Learning/Student Services) – Tim Schroeder and Laurie Gruel presented a comprehensive proposal to the committee outlining three options for submitting the application for the Title III grant.  (See handout)  There is still no deadline date listed online for this $2 million dollar grant to be used over five years. After Tim submits the revisions to Laurie Gruel, the VP’s will present the proposal to Dr. Spencer at the next VP meeting for her approval. Then the    application can get started in anticipation of the May end deadline.
B. Native American Serving Institutions (Learning/Student Services) Tim Schroeder and Laurie Gruel also presented a proposal to the committee outlining three options for remodeling the Student Success Center as ideas for submitting the application for the Native American Serving grant.  (See handout)  There is still no deadline date listed online for the $1.25 million dollar grant to be used over two years. After Tim submits the revisions to Laurie Gruel, the VP’s will present the proposal to Dr. Spencer at the next VP meeting for her approval. 
C. ABE renewal application (Learning) – The application is due by April 30th and it will go to Dr. Spencer for approval on Friday.
D. SSS-EDGE renewal application (Student Services) - The application will be due fall of 2008.  Laurie will meet with Edge Program Director Jackie Boyer to discuss application timeline.
E. NSF-ATE (School of Trades and Tech) - Laurie Gruel met with Bill Lewis to discuss ideas for machine shop technology and drafting.  This grant has an October 16th deadline.
F. FEMA (School of Trades and Tech) - A fire science grant working with the Farmington Fire Department and the San Juan County Fire Department to move the fire tower and to establish a training center.  Several MOUs will need to be worked out before the October deadline.
G. NMYCC (HHPC) – The application is due August 7th for this partnership grant with Farmington Municipal Schools, BLM, the City of Farmington and SJC. The SJC YCC crew works on the college grounds during the summer.  Part of SJC’s contribution to this grant is that Laurie prepares the application.
H. HED Nursing – Laurie is meeting today with Oliver Borden, Ann Clark, Diane Garcia, and Nisa Bruce to strategize program development and funding sources. RFP is due late May or early June.

II. Pending Grants
A. U.S.G.A. – First Tee – USGA conducted a site visit. In May SJC should know if this grant is funded.
