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I. Grant Opportunities
A. Spaceport America Student Launch Program (M. Adams) – In partnership with NMSU, this grant would support classroom projects including participation in a rocket launch.  Laurie has drafted and Dr. Spencer has signed a letter of support.
B. NSF-PRISM (M. Adams) – Merrill Adams and Seth Abrahamson are taking the lead on this $3 million grant which is due February 16th.  This grant would build a relationship between the College and the local high schools to promote math and science careers to high school and college students.  The goals of the grant are to increase transfers to four year institutions and to better prepare high school students for college level classes.  The first two years SJC will work with Farmington High Schools and then expand to the other school districts.  Laurie Gruel is meeting with Seth and Merrill to sign the prospectus today. (see attached prospectus)
C. ALPINE project (L. Fredericks) – Angie is working on the prospectus for this $350,000 grant which is due March 3rd.

II. Pending Grants 
A.  NSF-ATE (B. Lewis) – we have not heard yet if we have been awarded this grant but hopefully we will hear by the end of the month.
B. DOL (B. Lewis) – We were not awarded this grant.
C. YouthBuild (The Bridge) – Laurie met with Dr. Spencer to draft a letter of commitment.  If we are awarded we will enter into a formal MOU.  We should hear if we are awarded by the end of April.  
            
III. Awarded Grants/ Updates
A.  Title III – SIP (S. Tracey) – Laurie was notified on February 4th by the program officer that we will be awarded this grant for $1,965,400 to be spent over a five year period.  Once we receive the award letter Laurie Gruel, Pernell Jones, and Alvin Brown will meet to go over the specifics to make sure we are not overlapping with the Pathways grant.
B. ABE (S. Tracey) – SJC was awarded an additional $12,000 for instructor’s salaries and benefits.
