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I. Grant Opportunities
A. Corporation for Public Broadcasting (L. Wilson) – The radio community service grant is due May 1st, but is funded on a first-come first-serve basis.  This grant has no match or obligation to be continued after the five years.  Two budgets are submitted for GPC consideration: one with construction to add or move the current space and one without construction which will focus on student involvement and hiring a student coordinator as well as purchasing new programming, marketing and professional development.  Concerns were voiced about a student run radio station.  Members agreed that the operating budget proposal would be more feasible at this time. Al Buyok will visit with Mike Tacha about this grant and will report back to Laurie and the committee.
B. CYFD – T. T. & A (N. Shepherd) – The grant which provides training for child care providers is up for renewal and due on April 23rd.  The grant pays for 75% of Lynn Garrison’s salary and has a 5% indirect recovery.  
C. Perkins Tech Prep (B. Lewis) – The grant to support Fire Science is an extension of our current Perkins Grant and is due April 29th. The project will reduce the carbon footprint by purchasing green generators and providing specialized training on responding to hybrid car accidents.  This grant would provide training opportunities for Fire Science instructors.  There are two budget options for this grant; one with 5% administrative or one with 5% indirect recovery.  Laurie will meet with Pernell to get his option and then we can get a signature from Bill Lewis. 
D. NMHED - ABE - The continuation grant for $375,000 is due April 30th.  The application incorporates opportunities for improvement as identified by the state site review team.
E. NMSU Summer Bridges Program (M. Adams) – This grant to support a summer student research program will now be submitted through NMSU without SJC as a sub-recipient.  SJC cannot provide insurance to students or non-SJC employees.  NMSU refuses to provide insurance coverage of the students and faculty mentor who will be NMSU employees while on the SJC campus.   Therefore all research will be conducted at the NMSU Agricultural Experimental Station. 
F. Perkins (O. Borden) – this grant was submitted April 3rd for $285,769 to support EMS, Physical Therapy and Surgical Tech. 
G. WESTAF (L. Wilson) – The $2,000 grant was approved and signed by Dr. Spencer to meet the April 3rd deadline in support of the Silhouette Series.
H. DOE-CCAMPIS (N. Shepherd) – We have waited for three years for this grant to be available which will support SJC students with child care costs.  We are eligible for 1% of our Pell Grants which is $45,000 to $50,000 a year for three years.  The application is due May 8th.
I. City of Farmington –CBG (N. Shepherd) – The City of Farmington community block grant allocates $20,000 a year to support Farmington residents who are students at SJC with child care costs.  This five year grant ends in September and Laurie was unavailable to get a guarantee that this grant will continue.  Julie Tompkins will request parents to write letters of support for the program. Laurie will draft our yearly thank you letter for Dr. Spencer to sign with hopes that the City will continue the program.
J. Excelencia in Education – This $50,000 grant will support the establishment of a Hispanic Center within the Student Success Center.  Sandra Tracy and Michelle Meeks have signed off on this grant that is due May 1st.  Al Buyok will talk to Mike Tacha to get his ok on this grant and report back to Laurie.

II. Pending Grants 
A. NSF-ATE (B. Lewis) – This grant to support the machine shop was not funded.  Dr. Spencer and Bill Lewis support resubmitting the application in October.
B. DOL (B. Lewis) – This Department of Labor grant was not funded and they didn’t give us a numeric score to let us know where we scored with other applicants. We received three pages of strengths and only seven individual comments on weaknesses.  Bill Lewis and Dr. Spencer support the re-submittal of the application if a new RFP becomes available.
C. YouthBuild (The Bridge) - We should hear in June if we are awarded this two year partnership grant with The Bridge. 
D. DOT-CDL (R. Pacheco) – We have not heard about the scholarships as the DOT has not settled its final budget.  Last round we were notified in June.
E. Title III (S. Tracey) – Pablo Duran from Ben Lujan’s office said he would keep trying to get a response from the Dept. of Education on why we received a letter stating the grant would not be funded and a phone call after the date on the letter stating we would be funded.  

III. Awarded Grants/ Updates
A. NM INBRE (M. Adams) – NMSU heard they were awarded this grant where SJC is a sub-recipient, but the award letter has not been received to date.  The $440,000 to be spent over five years will pay for Eric Miller to do summer and academic year research. The grant will also pay for one-third of Eric’s salary with $40, 000 going for indirect costs.
B. Perkins (O. Borden) – The amended award for $3,869 will go for supplies which need to be spent or encumbered by the end of May. 
C. Gear Up (L. Gruel) – Farmington and Bloomfield are working on a plan for 10th grade students to come to San Juan College in the fall for a High School Gear Up day.  The day will focus on career orientation and College success as the students experience one to three College classes.  Gear up has $8,200 to put towards this event.

IV. Grants Compliance Updates
A. Bisti Writing Project and EDGE Quality Reviews - The two review teams have finished the Bisti and EDGE quality reviews.  The Bisti team is meeting with Vicki Holmsten today to go over the Bisti review. Laurie would like Vicki to present the Bisti Writing Project at the May GPC meeting.  The EDGE review team has sent their comments to Laurie and she is compiling the review document and will schedule a meeting with Dave Eppich and Jackie Boyer to go over the review when she is finished with the report.
B. ABE Site Review – Last week a team of three staff from the HED came and completed a site review of the ABE program.   Overall, the program received a rating of two B’s and three C’s with no “needs improvement” ratings.  The State will send a final report in six weeks.  SJC will work with the State to select two areas for improvement to address.  

V. Miscellaneous
