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++ At the July 6 San Juan College Board meeting, the following items were approved. Drawings for the Recreational Complex Contract, by Morrow, Reardon, Wilkinson, Ltd. Architects in Albuquerque were approved. The project includes a softball field, a multipurpose field, parking, pond and irrigation. Construction is expected to begin in September of 2004. Updated heating, cooling, lighting and fire protection systems, provided by Metasys, was approved at a cost of $89,144.78. The system will also be expanded to accommodate new and planned buildings. New air handlers for the 1100 and 1200 areas will be replaced by Farmington Heating and Metal at a cost of $84,585. The board affirmed the recommendation of the College’s Surplus Committee on the disposition of certain assets. The board approved David Berry, CPA, PC, to conduct the audit for fiscal year 2003-04, the first year of a three-year contract, at a cost of $20,743.13. The board approved replacement funds for Cisco computer network equipment, to be provided by Brainstorm Industries at a cost of $118,000. Also, server equipment will be purchased from Gateway at a cost of $84,500, as part of ongoing maintenance and replacement planning. The board approved a software upgrade to Altiris PC Management Software in order to efficiently manage PC hardware and software on a large scale. The purchase price for the upgrade is $49,000, with a recurring maintenance agreement price of $18,705, from Master Solutions.

Also at the board meeting Robert Tidwell gave an annual update from the Office of Technology Services, and Gary Golden presented the performance indicators report on developmental class success.
 

++ PNM San Juan Generating Station (SJGS) presented a check to the San Juan College Board for $34,000 to support the College’s Renewable Energy Program.  In 2001, SJGS contributed $50,000 for the start-up of the program and committed to an additional $100,000 over a three-year time period starting in 2003. Plant manager Russell Huffman made the presentation.
