NEW BUSINESS
1. Approval of Electrical Line Easement 

Pogo Production has approached the City of Farmington Electric Utility to install an above ground power line to feed the existing Golden Bear #5T gas well located on the Commercial State Land Lease property on the South side of the campus. The Farmington Electric Utility System requires an easement approval from both San Juan College and the State of New Mexico. The feeder line will originate at the tower location with two new poles at the top of Sullivan Hill and a third pole at the well site location approximately 500 feet down the hill due Southeast to the well site.  A description and map showing the location of the power pole and line easement is included under Tab J, pages 18-19. 
Administrative Recommendation

I recommend the Board approve the City of Farmington Electric Utility request for the power line easement.

2. Approval of Easement for EPCO, Inc. Gas Line

At its regular meeting on December 5, 2006, the Board approved the granting of a surface use and damage agreement with Merrion Oil and Gas to drill a directional natural gas well, known as the Heights Com 1Z on the North Side of Campus. 

At its regular meeting on October 2, 2007 the Board approved a 90 foot +/– guy line extension from Pinion Hills Blvd. to the South for drilling rig access to the well site.  
Currently EPCO, Inc. is seeking a 4” gas line easement parallel to the existing gas line easement to deliver the gas supplied by the new Merrion Oil and Gas well to a gathering line located at the intersection of College Blvd. and Pinion Hills Blvd.  EPCO has agreed to boring College Blvd. to install the 4” gas line with minimal damages to the land or habitat.  A map has been included under Tab J, page 20.
Administrative Recommendation

I recommend the Board approve the EPCO Inc. request for the 4” gas line easement.
