NEW BUSINESS
1. Approval of External Auditor Contract for the Three-Year 
Period Ending June 30, 2009
The College recently opened proposals for external audit services for the 2007, 2008, and 2009 fiscal years.  Two proposals were received and evaluated by a Selection Committee as required by the New Mexico Procurement Code and the New Mexico State Auditor’s Office.  The low bid was submitted by Keystone Accounting, L.L.C. of Farmington, New Mexico.
Administrative Recommendation

I recommend the Board approve a three-year audit contract with Keystone Accounting, L.L.C., and authorize the firm to perform the audit for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  The audit fee for the first year is set at $26,728.60, including applicable gross receipts tax, and has been provided for in the Operating Budget for fiscal year 2008.  The fee for the two subsequent years of the contract will be set at $28,269.40 and $29,874.40.
2. Approval of a Contractor for Pre-Phase of Dining Hall and
Old Library Renovation
The San Juan College Board of Trustees approved renovation of the Dining Hall and Old Library at its March 6, 2007 meeting.  Before renovation of these facilities can begin, some preliminary accommodations must be made, including conversion of the Nutrition Lab at the Health and Human Performance Center into a temporary kitchen and some heating and cooling duct work for areas contiguous to the renovation sites.  The bid opening for contractor services for this preliminary phase will take place on June 27, 2007.  Funding for this project will come from institutional funds.
